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A Letter to the Editor  

This is my response to a letter in the Record 
Courier on July 22, entitled, “A Few Liberal 
Achievements”. 

While the writer has some compelling points re-
garding the successes of the liberal movement, I 
submit that the list contains, in at least one case, 
historical inaccuracies that border on urban leg-
end. 

Liberals saved the country from the “great de-
pression” is a broad-brush statement that does-
n’t hold up to scrutiny. Consider these points: 

· The New Deal tripled federal taxes between 
1933 and 1940 including excise taxes, per-
sonal income taxes, corporate income taxes, 
dividend taxes, and excess profits taxes. 

· The New Deal introduced undistributed prof-
its taxes 

· New Deal laws, including some 700 indus-
trial cartel codes, made it more expensive for 
employers to hire people, and this fed unem-
ployment. 

· FDR's anti-business rhetoric ("economic 
royalists"), discouraged people from making 
investments essential for growth and job 
creation. 

· Two major events lifted us out of the depres-
sion: the change in monetary policy that 
stimulated business and the entry of the 
United States into WWII. 

The reference to liberals being an instrument of 
the civil rights movement could well be correct, 
however, I think the writer was referring to the 
Civil Rights Act of the 1960’s .  I submit that any 
laws passed that simply echo the rights guaran-
teed by the Declaration of Independence and the 
U.S. Constitution are examples of our govern-
ment wasting time.�

Claiming that the victory in WWII was a liberal 
undertaking is absurd.  That victory was not won 
by a political party or movement, but by the ef-
forts of millions of Americans in both the mili-
tary and on the home front who knew that any-�
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thing�short of victory was not an option. 

Championing of “just causes” does not make lib-
erals or conservatives worthy of praise.  Consider 
this: Lincoln, a Republican, suspended habeas 
corpus during the Civil War, in order to protect 
the union, denying citizens of that right.  Franklin 
D. Roosevelt, a Democrat, forced the internment of 
over 3000 Americans of Japanese descent during 
WWII, to protect from sabotage, denying them the 
same rights and then had the temerity to ask them 
to serve in the military.  So while revisionist his-
tory books may suggest that presidents have done 
things of high honor, there is more to the history 
than the pages of those books may suggest.  I say, 
educate yourself to prevent being lulled into a 
sense of feeling good based on what the books say 
and not thinking critically.�

What is more important than who did what or 
when and for what reason is where we are as 
Americans today as compared to when the Found-
ing Fathers created this republic.  Their basic 
premise was that the Creator endows us with inal-
ienable rights, “among them, life, liberty, and pur-
suit of happiness.”  Since that time our rights, lib-
erties, and in some cases, our properties have been 
continually and slowly eroded by those politicos 
who seek office for the power that comes with it.  
And how does it happen that those self same peo-
ple we elect, who pass legislation without reading 
the text of those bills, get into office, and continue 
to be re-elected?  They are the people who tell you 
what you want to hear and then get inside the belt-
way only to vote as they please without regard to 
the desires of those who elected them. The end re-
sult of their staying in office is the increase of their 
power resulting in our increased “tranquility” and 
subservience to government. 

Samuel Adams once said that those who prefer the 
“tranquility of servitude” had best be prepared to 
“crouch down and lick the hands that feed you.”  
This is just as relevant today as it was then.  Then 
Adams closes with these words, “May your chains 
sit lightly upon you, and may posterity forget that 
you were our countrymen!” 

In conclusion, I submit that we, the “liberal and  
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conservatives” of this country, wake up and 
dig deep into what those candidates have told 
us before election and investigate their voting 
records.  Investigate new candidates back-
ground and see if they match up with your phi-
losophy, opinions, and thinking.  Become in-
volved in the destiny of our country and not 
just a reaper of the benefits.  Remember that 
freedom is not free.  You have to work for it. 

Finally, to you professional politicians of any 
stripe, be on notice that the American public is 
getting mad as hell and won’t take it any more.
