Guiliani changed policing 
strategy. They recognized that 
murders were not crimes to be 
solved, but crimes to be 
stopped. The police force began 
a policy of enforcing laws and 
rules against petty crimes, often 
searching young men for guns. 
This forced guns off the street 
and hence a decrease in the 
number of murders. Outdoor 
murders, often by drug gangs, 
was the cause of the increase in 
murders, not husband and wives 
being more violent. 

In 1960-70, there were 
approximately 200,000 adult 
prisoners held state 

ons. By 2000, that number 
reached 1.9 million adults held 
in prisons and jails in this 
country. The states with the largest jail populations are California followed by Texas, both states with 
high rates of legal and illegal immigration. Approximately 10-20% of the prison population is illegal 
immigrants. The cost of these prisoners is approximately $11 billion per year.1  The elephant hiding in the 
living room is this increase in crime and prisoners is driven by immigration.

de movement. Tariffs on imported goods were lowered and imported manufactured goods began to 
flood the United States. American companies became “multinationals” that manufactured abroad and 
imported their goods into the United States. With this, the inner cities virtually imploded as factory after 
factory closed. The lack of steady manufacturing work contributed to an unemployed and underemployed 
inner city population with fewer economic opportunities. This only contributed to the crime and murder 
rate in the inner cities.
